A Note from Mother Susan 
 

“For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present, nor things to come, 

nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of 

God in Christ Jesus our Lord.” 

The Apostle Paul from his letter to the Romans 8:38-39 

   As I walked into our Parish Hall before church last Sunday (Oct 28) I saw one of our parishioners making final 

adjustments to her display for the Ministries Fair. I asked her how she was. She said her heart was broken. She 

could just as well have spoken for many of us.  

   A number of our parishioners showed me their beautiful Tree of Life pendants. They wore them in honor of 

the Tree of Life congregation of Pittsburg that lost 11 members in a deadly, hateful shooting last Saturday.  

   It becomes almost overwhelming, doesn’t it? We hear of another horrifying, senseless event, they seem to 

cascade around us, and we begin to shut down. We can’t take another blow. What’s going on? We hear of the 

senseless ravings of a murderous madman, and we think, “Why does he get to live when innocent people, simply 

seeking to worship, have to die?”   

   I lay in bed last Saturday night, just thinking, or more accurately, trying not to think, to shut my churning brain 

off so I could at least get some rest before Sunday. There are no answers to the question “Why?” 

    But what did come to me were the verses above. They’re from Paul’s letter to the Romans. Paul lived in a 

tortuous time. Christians were periodically put to death, whenever Rome needed a scapegoat. For Paul, the love 

of God was immediate, a real source of strength and comfort. For Paul, God’s love was always within reach. 

God’s love wasn’t just a nice thing to think about every once in a while. God’s love was a necessity, like the air 

we breathe, necessary for sanity, for life. That is what God’s love can be for us too, if we only remember to 

reach for it. 

   We are surrounded by hate. It beats at us, trying to overcome us. No! We have the strength of the love of God. 

God’s love will always be stronger than hate. God’s love is a light that shines through the darkness of the evil of 

hate. 

   And now, in these days of sadness, we are forced to rely on our only true resource. What we have left, is the 

only answer - God’s great and powerful love for us.  God’s love not only shines through the darkness that 

surrounds us, but God’s love lifts us up as well.  

   We are entering a season of holidays. Let yourself be open to the joy of this time of year. Let the excitement of 

the children around you touch your heart. Their excitement is a reflection of the love of God.    

   Read the verses above again. As the darkness encroaches, do not lose heart. Let God lift you up. Know that 

God’s abiding, powerful, unconditional love will always shine through.

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Green Initiative Ministry 
 

The Church of the Good Shepherd has created a new ministry to foster our collective 
desire to be better stewards of the Earth. The Green Initiative Ministry emanates from 
the Five Marks of Mission adopted by the General Convention in 2009. These Marks 
provide the structure for mission and ministry work.  They include: 
 

1. To proclaim the Good News of the Kingdom 

2. To teach, baptize and nurture new believers 

3. To respond to human need by loving service 

4. To transform unjust structures of society, to challenge violence of every kind 
and pursue peace and reconciliation 

The fifth of the Five Marks of Mission is: To strive to safeguard the integrity of creation and sustain 
and renew the life of the earth.  Care and justice for all creation is a core value of the Episcopal 
Church. The Church of the Good Shepherd is committed to being good stewards of the Earth as 
stated in the fifth Marks of Mission. Our Mission Statement is as follows: 

The Green Initiative Ministry seeks to ñheal, defend, and work toward justice for all God's creation 
and to respect the kinship and connection of all that God created through education, advocacy, 
and action.ò   

An initial draft of goals for the Green Initiative Ministry include: 
1. Transformation through Worship 

2. Education programs to study environmental issues and solutions 

3. Building and Grounds evaluation and usage 

4. Public Ministry and outreach 

We will continue to work together to expand our goals and make them manageable, achievable action 
items.  We are grateful that many of our initial goals were already achieved by our Property 
Committee including: 

¶ Replaced boilers that heat our Parish Hall and offices with more efficient ones 

¶ Locked all thermostats for better temperature control  

¶ Installed a new high-end commercial dishwasher that cleans up to 27 racks per hour using 

0.65 gallons of water per rack in less than two minutes per rack 

¶ Replaced all incandescent light bulbs with LED (light-emitting diode) bulbs 

¶ Regularly scheduled boiler maintenance for optimal performance 
   

Before the Ministry was even created, Good Shepherd had already undertaken many steps to 
significantly reduce our use of paper plates, paper cups, plastic utensils and all Styrofoam products 
during coffee hour.  We have been using our ceramic dishware and silverware and using our high-end 
dishwasher for clean-up. Our use of plastic water bottles has dropped dramatically as we switched to 
pitchers of water from our fresh water cooler.  We set up recycle bins in the Parish Hall and the 
kitchen area and are looking to add more bins where needed. 
 

The Green Team will conduct its first official meeting in November.  Anyone interested in joining 
should contact Lauren Kaltwasser or Diane Wall or any Vestry member.  We encourage you to join us 
in these efforts, and if you have any ideas or suggestions, please let us know.  Together we can make 
a difference by reducing the impact we have on our Earth.
